Con-
tent is delivered in a troop and patrol outdoor setting
with an emphasis on immediate application of learning
in a fun environment. Interconnecting concepts and
work processes are introduced early, built upon, and
aided by the use of memory aids, which allows partici-
pants to understand and employ the leadership skills
much faster.

Participants are sorted into one of 2 troops with 5 pa-
trols composed of 7-8 Scouts each.
